Teachers with Students:

How to participate in the Panama Service Project:

1. Announce trip dates and information to students and show video by middle of November.  Hold interviews or go through application process (whichever your school prefers—some suggested forms can be found in this handbook and used for selection purposes) and select candidates by Thanksgiving.  

2. Inform Jeanne Kasza at Jeanne.kasza@sbcglobal.net of the selected students by sending copies of Form A and $100 deposit per student and send to:  2528 Hwy. 33  Port Washington, WI  53074.

3. Attend informational meeting in November, 2008 at the Towne Club in Fox Point for Milwaukee-area schools.

4. First deposit due no later than January 1, 2009 in the amount of $1250.  Please have checks made out to “Panama Service Project, LLC” and sent to Holly Morse at 7630 Boyd Way  Fox Point, WI  53217.

5. Have students attend a culture workshop in May to help acclimate to Panamanian culture differences.  Also learn a little about the history of Panama, the indigenous populations and the Panama Canal.  (Exact date and location to be announced)

6. Plan and hold your own school fundraising activities to raise money and donations for Nutre Hogar throughout the year. 

7. Second half of the deposit ($1350) due by May 1, 2009. 

8. Attend a May meeting to go over packing lists, gift ideas and answer more questions. (Exact date and location to be announced)
9. Receive family information by the beginning of July.

10. Depart for Panama July 7, 2009!
